• fundraising appeals (excluding capital appeals)

• funding for individuals.

Who can apply: To be eligible for funding from all trusts and foundations that are managed by Perpetual, your

organisation must have at least one of the following:

• Australian Taxation Office Charity Tax Concession (TCC) endorsement

• Australian Taxation Office Deductible Gift Recipient (DGR) endorsement.

Organisations may only submit one application for funding for the 2010/2011 period.

Universities, hospitals, and medical research institutions may submit one application per department, up to a

maximum of four applications per organisation.

National organisations may submit three applications in total, no more than one application in any given state or

territory.

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Overview: In our approach to Grant Giving we prefer to respond to organisations when they are pursuing their ideas

at the early stage of their program development to indicate whether their ideas meet the Foundation's mission and

focus and thus whether an application is likely to be considered for funding support.

The Foundation applies some common principles to underlie our grant giving. When considering our support for a

project, we look for:

• an emphasis on the "innovate - evaluate - disseminate" process. We seek to fund projects which take a new

approach to problems, support the evaluation of their trial, and if successful, their replication in other

locations.

• a focus on prevention. In seeking to maximize the value of our grants, we try to address the causes of

problems, rather than treat the symptoms. Supporting social research is fundamental to this approach.

• potential for social change. We want our grants to provide the opportunity for people from culturally diverse

backgrounds to be empowered to participate more fully in society.

• long-term sustainability. We try to fund programs that will continue to have an impact well beyond the period

of our support. Will the grant be effective in bringing about structural change that will be significant (within its

context) in ten years time?

• partnerships. We encourage applications from organisations that are working with others in their field. Our

grants have greater impact when combined with support from other sources. These might include other trusts

and foundations, government, business, and volunteers. We are very happy to be one of a number of

supporters of a program.

Priorities: The Foundation is able to fund nationally but will continue to give preference to Victorian based

applications during these early years of its operation.

Limitations: In evaluating whom the Scanlon Foundation will provide with a grant, the following funding requests will

be excluded:

• Core business of an organisation or general operational or direct service provision expenses (involving

salaries, rent, administration and travel costs).

• Recurrent costs or general operating expenses of established programs

• Long-standing social care projects

• Festivals and exhibitions

• Theatrical performances, productions and workshops

• Capital and building works, equipment or vehicles

• Political organisations or campaigns

• Associations that cannot prove tax deductible status

• Programs for which funding has previously been sought within the previous 24 month period and rejected.

Overview: Permanent Telstra Group employees can apply for a Telstra's Kids Fund grant of $1,200 to support a

project or activity run by a not-for-profit organisation involving a child, 18 years or under, in their immediate family.

Each year $750,000 is given to local community organisations on behalf of children related to Telstra employees.

There are three funding rounds per year.
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Telstra's Kids Fund provides grants for not-for-profit organisations in the following areas:

• Arts and culture

• Disability

• Education

• Environment

• Health

• Sport and recreation

• Valuing cultural diversity.

Organisations such as schools, sporting clubs, hospitals and childcare centres have benefited from Telstra's Kids Fund.

Requests for musical equipment, educational resources, sport and recreation equipment and building upgrades have

been among the grants given by Telstra's Kids Fund.

Limitations: Telstra's Kids Fund does not support:

• Individual children

• Projects which are completed prior to the Grants Committee decision

• Promotional activities

• Programs with a religious, political or sectarian purpose

• General operational/administration functions

• Conferences

• Retrospective costs

• Projects outside of Australia

• General fundraising appeals.

Telstra's Kids Fund is unable to donate Telstra products and services.

Who can apply: To be considered for funding you must meet these eligibility criteria:

1. You must be a Telstra Group employee - A Telstra Group employee includes any permanent full or part time

employee of a company that, on the date the grant application round closes, is an Australian wholly owned

and controlled subsidiary of the Telstra Corporation Ltd. Contractors and casual employees to Telstra are not

eligible to apply for a Telstra's Kids Fund grant.

2. The organisation must be not-for-profit - An organisation is not-for-profit when their constituent or governing

documents prevent them from distributing profits or assets for the benefit of particular persons, both while

they are operating and on winding up. A not-for-profit organisation can still make a profit, however any

profits it makes must be used to carry out its purposes and not distributed to owners, members or other

private persons. Organisations do NOT require DGR or TCC endorsement to be eligible.

3. The child must be 18 years of age or under and part of your immediate family - Telstra Group employees can

apply for a grant on behalf of a child, 18 years or under, who is part of their immediate family:

o Child

o Sibling

o Step-child

o Niece/nephew

o Grandchild

o Foster child.

The child must be involved in the organisation, on the date the Telstra's Kids Fund grant application round

closes.

4. A Telstra Group employee may only make a successful application to the Telstra's Kids Fund once every three

years as determined from the original grant application closing date. This allows others a chance to get

involved.

Telstra's Kids Fund may fund the same 'local' not-for-profit organisation more than once in a funding round, provided

each application is made by a different Telstra Group employee and relates to a separate project or activity.

Who can apply: You can apply for sponsorship if you're:

• Based in Australia.

• Incorporated in an Australian state or territory (eg. an incorporated body) - you need to supply us a copy of

the certificate of incorporation.

• Any individual or unincorporated organisation (as long as you're sponsored by an incorporated organisation)

• Interested in or responsible for, advocacy or services for people who are Deaf, or have a hearing impairment

or speech impairment.

The event must be carried out in Australia.

Also, your event will be highly regarded if it's got a national focus.

Note: You must choose a staff member or authorised representative to be your contact person. They must understand
