• Retrospective funding;

• Commercial activities;

• Private scholarships and bursaries;

• Professional development for teachers;

• Public appeals and fundraising strategies; and

• Proposals that are identical to a previously submitted, unsuccessful application.

Who can apply: The Myer Foundation and the Sidney Myer Fund will accept applications for grants for charitable

purposes from Australian incorporated organisations that have been endorsed by the Australian Taxation Office (ATO)

as Tax Concession Charities (TCC).
